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It has been accurately observed that the  
Hebrew word for Egypt � �mitsrayim,� is  
derived from the root �metsorim,� meaning �narrow places.�  
Whether the reference be to the historical slavery of Egypt 
described in Exodus or the narrowing of life in our most personal 
experience, the metaphor is compelling. Anything that constricts 
our vision and diminishes our potential for a nobler, better life 
constitutes the �mitsrayim� central to the Festival of Passover.
